Perhaps we'll get somcthing straightcned out over this business
of the N3F after all, Agreed on one thing, anyhow--~the club does have
good potentialities, regardless of what Lem Craig or others may say.But,
they are pretty well hidden, you must admit,

I just happencd to wonder--would you be interested in writing a
fair and as objective as possiblc an article on N3F, its past faults
and what it plans for the futurc--and how. In about two-thrce pages,if
you want that much, The reason I stress.the "fair® and "objective' is
because you, after all, are thc «-w==e~ and therefore will be cussed
as prejudiced if you let cven the slightest hint of it in., Perhaps it
would be best if you used a pseudonym or somecthing, and wrotc in second
or third person, no? That way you wouldn't give a biased opinion (or
seem to do so) and would still be cenuf of an official to present the
actual facts and not just word-of-mouth, How does that sound to you?

I just can't sce how N3F is so big that-five persons-can't handle
it, Surely thc editor can do his part--if not, get another, to be stri-
ctly impersonal about it, Next, the President. Surely he can devote
enough time to his job to collect and arrange the committee~hcads re-
ports and mail them to. the Publisher., Next, the threc committee hcads,
Surely they aren't so busy they can't rcceive and arrange and write
their reports and send them to the president., You sece, these five are
actually the main channels, not thc work doers, The actual workers are
the committee members., Of course, therc could be as many of these as
needed, And thc temporary committces could work just as well that way.,

True, the greatest brunt of the work woula fall upon the §ecre-
tary in this scheme, and we'd have to havc somcone who was willing to
devote a lot of timec and work to it, Actually, the Sccretary would be
the main member, not the President, then,

But, if carried out as I sec it, it can only work successfully in
a club large cnough for it to be useful, and that is only N3F at pres-
ent, No other club matches its size yect, and smaller clubs don't have



enulf work to warrant such a sctup.

I think the reason you say N3F is too big for this plan is mainly
because you didn't realize that the five I mention arc just the switch=
board operators’ so to speak, Naturally they have thc committece's be-
hind them, in the case of thc committec heads, and the committec's them-
selves can be composed of as mony members as you want,

For a comparison, look at our own US, It's extremcly simple, acte
ually, as must N3F be to survive, All we have are a President,a House,

a Senate, and a Judiciary body, Only four to handlc thc volume of work

of a nation, Then, it's true, thc work is divided into sub-hecadings and
committee!s and individual members, same as N3F could be,But, the main

%dea is, that the top positions, tho requiring work, arc simplec and
eEW,

True, therc would be some complication in sub-committee's,in place
of the "temporary# committce's I mentioned'last time,Instead of having
the President appoint temporary committces, the Committce. Heads (these
are of the three Standing Committces--Trcasurer, Welcome-and Membership)
would form whatever sub-committees thcy decemed neccessary, with the fin-
al approval of the President, Your Roster would read:

Reports-bi-weekly (or even monthly,here) to committec (sub)heads
from members, reports bi-wecekly from sub-committec heads to Committece
Heads, rcports from CH's to Prcsident bi-weekly, and finally the bi=
weekly rcports of the President to the Publisher,

And you don't think it'll work because N3F is too big?

No, I didn't get anything last ycar but TNFF at all,Wait,I'll mod=-
ify that statement slightly, I got thec 10 secals-~in fact,l got 20,from
two different places, But that's all. The Check lists arrived with TNFF
but so fouled up as to be usecless to any purposcs. I wroye for FANSPEAK
thrce timeg, but didn't cven get a card in rcturn., I got two cards from
publishing houses about pre-publication notices, I had to sub to POST-~
WARP (not Racy's) and then wait over a year for FECFIITIRIST dd s to, only
I never got more than onc copy, My opportunities were nill,especially
for" a dellarts: werthy The same %1 spent in penny postcards to publishing
houses and fanzines for sample would have nctted me far morc mail and
stuff,

Back to N3F above for a moment, The way I sce it, your job is to
consolidate as my plan suggests and then find mcmbers to fill the com-
mittees, And the way to do thid is to ¥pay their way¥% as I mentioned
in an earlier lectter and you didn't mention aftcrwards, Welcome Cormit-
tee members, etc. should get their stamped cnvelopes-and paper costs
paid by N3F, Ditto all members, Don't overload them, and don't make
them wish they hadn't over voluntecred their scrvices,Like I say, I
once almost joined the Welcome Committee, At that time I was writing
to Marvic Sicgel and he told me he had to pay his own postagc.l didn't
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volunteer, I am now writing Bob Farnham, and hc tells mc of the time he
volunteered to cut some stencils for them, He got 20, with no retwrn:
postage, So he had to pay that himself.Upon rcturning these stencils,
he got 24 more, ditto conditions, Not for me,

Did I join TLMA? No, I dilin't. I'm through with fanclubs~~ecspece
ially such high-priced ones,If I cver want to join another fanclub,I'll
organize my own, But, if I had joined .TLMA I assurc you that my buck
would have garnered me one of thc best fanzines-on thc market,if nothe
ing else, plus THE LITTLE CORPUSCLE, too. And I sub to lots of fanzincs
for 2 buck (or-used to before I could trade for them) and consider them
worth it. But,.-in TNFF I don't even get a good fanzine, lct alonc a
superior one,

Sure you'rec working .on straightcning up the N3F at the rate of 15
letters per weeck plus-regular correspondancc, but dontt cxpcct that to
stagger mec, After all, it's not-too rmuch, And I know--I do it mysclf,
00PS takes cbout that much mail, give or-takce a few lctters,plus pube-
bing the zine, typing thce dummices for it, arranging material, ctc., On
top of that, I have to go to school for 4O hours a. wekck, and pretty
soon I'm going to have to get a job to ecarn -a living on top of it all,
It's not easy, its true, but not too hard, cither, I could do more!

You can get N3F on the ball if you cut down these important big-
wigs that arc fouling up the mess into half-a-dozen influential mem-
bers, Surely there would bc a need for quite a few sub-committecs,but
keep them tied in with their Standing committee ONLY don't let them
stray. That'!s the bchind~thc~swcnes work the N3F nceds,

or the out-in-front work, take TNFF and fix it ups Surc,I know
Ray Higgs is in one hell of a mess, to put it literally, but what of
it? Sure, I sympathise, but that's about all wec can do, If hec can't do
the job up right in his present condition, rcleive him until things arc
better and he cans Fix up TNFF, Get somc good work in ite-and you can,
If a fanzine like OOPS can get Boggs; so could TNFF with cases Ditto
#llsberry, Laney, Hoffman and all thc others, You've got to draw at-
tention, TNFF badly nceds a compctent hand at layout and art.It badly
needs to have club mish-mosh cut down ‘in it.It baflly nceds some worth-
while material and some good publicity from thc fanzines, Biit it won't
get them until it straightcns up quitc a bit,

I'm trying to be an active FAPA member, but it all depends.I can
write and print the material, but-the legibility is what stops me. In
00PS I have a neofan who hclps me, but in FAPA; T won't have him slip=-
sheet for me, except in limited quantities, So, I've cither got to
figure out a way to avoid thc nced of slip=-shecets, or put out my FAPA-
zine in limited quantities and far bectwecen,

As for the SAPS-FAPA differcnces--funny, but I got exacply the op-
posite feecling,FAPA mcmbers, for the most part, sccnm to contribute much-:
ly and all the time.Hoffman alonc I noticed had 109 pages in-thc last
two-mailings,SAPS has a hard timc raising money for mailings,and pages,
too, hear Coswal,with half a dozcn of the members doing all the print-
ing. No, it's FAPA for me, I plan to have my first copy in the 60th
mailing, I guess, .

But for now I gotta run,

Recently the suggestion has been in cvidence that fan clubs such-
as ISFCC and NFFF are for the 'beginner® in the realms of s-f fandom,
with thc acme of being a "fan" in pubbing such as FAPA or SAPS,

Clubs such as ours arc not designed for anything more than the
name tells, ISFCC is a club with correspondencec cxchange as its main
function. EXPLORER is onec of the incidental featurcs of the club which
helps hold the organization togecther by bringing to each member the
magazine, that lists the various coulmns and such articles and stories
as are submitted by members, .

Not every s-ficionado has the ambition, the inspiration, and most
often, the cash to start his own particular fanzine, either on a catch-
as=-catch can basis with subscribers from all over, or on a FAPA or SAPS
basis. A lot of fans prefer merely to exchange letters with other fans
or build up a collection of books or magazines, Clubs such as ISFCC ané
NFI'F serve admirably for this purpose,

A magazine such as EXPLORER and the NFFFts official organ, The NAT=-
IONAL FANTASY FAN, must be fairly conservative, It cannot go off on
some of the-weird tangents of some of thc other 'zines having no club
sponsorship, and having only the publisher!s whims as critcria for
using types of material,

Clubs such as ISFCC and NFFF are for not thc "beginneri fan, but
for the taverage' fan as well as the BNF, Therc have becn instances
where the BNT has looked down upon ISFCC as for the kiddies",forget-
ting that itts thesce same fans who invest their cash in subscriptions
to privately publsihed magazines, \

It would be an easy matter for thc editors to drop publishing of
The EXPLORER, and swing into something like FAPA or SAPS, but it's
more fun putting out a ?zine for a club, than catering to the ego-boo
of loading our personal views on a bunch of other people, who probably

wouldn't agree anyhow,
